(April 2025) — Melanie Sineath, the Program Administrator for the 
Information Science and Technology (ISAT) Study Group at IDA’s Systems and Analyses 
Center (SAC), is the recipient of the 2024 President’s Award for Excellence. This award 
recognizes superior performance by staff members who contribute significantly to IDA’s 
success.

She has 
coordinated logistics for nearly 100 studies and 40 plenary meetings and supported four 
consecutive IDA project leaders, eight ISAT chairs, and hundreds of ISAT members and invited 
participants from academia and industry.”
